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DON BOScO EXTENsION SERVICE 

THE SALESIAN MISSIONS, DHARMAPURI 

(2017-2018) 

The undertaking of the Salesian House Missions, Dharmapuri launched the new 

name for its service called AKKAM in order to broaden its work through five major 

schemes and they are: (1) Bodhi Maram -educating the children, (2) Vizhudhugal 

adopting villages, (3) Go Gren - maintaining eco-friendly environment (4) 

Entrepreneurship - creating awareness for self job makers, (5) Don Bosco Vazhikatti-

career guidance and job trainings. 

The Salesian Missions, Dharmapuri initially prepared the academic year proposals 

with budget during the month of June, decided annual plan activities, executed the new 

schemes under the title AKKAM, planned to make visitations to the old and new night 

schools, trained the teachers for Night Schools, and granted basic spoken English and 

computer knowledge to students who study at Government Schools. These objectives 

were designed to met the basic needs of rural and poor youngsters, and to mainly bring a 

holistic transformation in social, economic and intellectual dimensions. 

The Salesian Missions, Dharmapuri constantly challenges the needs of the under 

privileged, socially marginalized and econonmically deprived young people to educate and 

enlighten by offering higher education with various scholarships. Meanwhile, the 

Salesian Misions organized Night Schools at various villages of Dharmapuri district, 

namely, Athagapadi, Attukkaranpatti, Chinna Thadangam, Sirupillai Gramam, Anaai 

Sathya Nagar, and Barathiyar Nagar. 

Local teachers are selected, oriented, trained and employed in their own places to 

run the Nights Schools and to handle rural youngsters with love and much care. 

Requirements are fulfilled to the Night Schools for the smooth study environments, 

providing black boards, lights, attendance registers, mats, chairs, water cans, pens, 

pencils, note books, etc. 
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Besides, awareness programmes on AIDS/HIV, cancer, tobacco, plastic hazard, 

and air-water pollution were conducted to keep rural community hail and healthy. People 

were provided Nilavembu Medicated water after due careful awareness activities. 

In the month of August, another two more Night Schools were started in the semi-

urban places, namely, Vennampatty and Senthil Nagar. With much concerm, the Director 

of the Salesian Missions, Dharmapuri, Rev. Fr. P. Robert Ramesh Babu mobilized funds 

from people for running the Night Schools by initiating a comfortable, stylish and handy 

Rope Bags Sale. 

Initiating awareness programmes on Health and Hygiene among villagers and 

youngsters promoted a healthy living, sanitized streets and houses in rural areas, 

renovated the School's toilet and put up drinking water tank in Government Hr. Sec. 

School premises at Adagapadi village in Dharmapuri distriet. The Rector, Rev. Dr. C. M. 

Varghese blessed the work along with the community members. The Salesian Missions, 

Dharmapuri, has been tirelessly doing its valuable services for the rural and community 

development. 

In addition, Classes for the Competitive Examinations were conducted for the 

rural youngsters to make them employable. About 52 students registered themselves and 

regular classes were held for them at Government Schools during every week end. Also 

Communicative English Classes were conducted to promote English spoken and soft 

skills among rural and poor youngsters. 

The Salesian Missions, Dharmapuri is dynamic and unique in reaching out the 

unreached rural communities and under privileged youngsters. There may be intention to 

transform the social and economic life of rural communities, yet lack of finance stills 

holds us back, not to reach out with extra mileages. Inspite of many challenges and 

difficulties, our Father Don Bosco takes us a move farther more to shine forth as he loves 

the rural and poor young people. 
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(1) Evening Study Centre 

Place: Sirupillai Village 

Teacher: M. Sridhar, II B.Sc. DPM 

This school is located near the Auxilliam School, Attukaranpatti. It is the unique 

Evening Study Centre run by one of the UG students, studying in Don Bosco College. 

The students hail from farming families. 
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2) Evening Study Centre 

Place: Chinna Thadangam 

Teacher: Mrs. K. Thenmozhi, B.Com. (CA)) 

We started Evening Study Centre in China Thadangam. Most of the students are 

studying in Government Schools. Students are well motivated to learn on their subjects. 
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(3) Evening Study Centre 

Place: Athagappadi 

Teacher: Mrs. Jeyalakshmi, B.Sc. Maths 

This Evening Study Centre was run in last year by Mrs. Jeyalakshmi who earned 

degree from Don Bosco College, Dharmapuri. Students are very polite in nature and well 

motivated and co operative students. Children come here and learn lessons 

enthusiastically. 
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4) Evening Study Centre 

Place: Aattukkaranpatti (1) 

Teacher: P. Santhosh, II B.Sc. Maths 

This was the school monitored by our old student. For this year we found our new 

student in the same village running the Evening Study Centre. Students are very playful 

but they used to listen whenever we teach and give instructions. 
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5) Evening Study Centre 

Place: Attukkaranpatti (2) 

Teacher: Manivel, II B.Sc. (CS) 

This was also an old Evening Study Centre which is run by our passed out student 

in the last year. Students from 6th standard to 12h standard are getting benefit from this 

school. Students learnt to give much importance to learning. 
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(6) Evening Study Centre 

Place: Annai Sathya Nagar (1) 

Teacher: K. Priya, III B.Sc. Maths 

This is a newly started Evening Study Centre in Annai Sathya Nagar. The people 
around the school send their children for learning new ideas with us. 
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(7) Evening Study Centre 

Place: Annai Sathya Nagar (2) 

Teacher: N. Suman Kumar, II B.Com. 

This is also a new Evening Study Centre started in Annai Sathya Nagar area. The 

children's are joyfully coming and studying in this school. Day by day the strength is 

increasing. The parents are sending them with lots of hope.

(2018-2019) 

The Salesian Missions, Dharmapuri for the Academic Year 2018-2019 designed 
mission strategies to implement among the rural and poor young people. The 

Management also enthusiastically made a see on the established activities and proposed 

the Director of the Salesian Missions, Dharmapuri, Rev. Fr. P. Robert Ramesh Babu to 

take a gentle step to mobilize funds for carrying our services without a stress. The 

established Night School services were monitored and strengthened with its needs to 

supply an amicable atmosphere for learning. 

In the month of November the Salesian Missions, Dharmapuri had a plan to 

organize Career Guidance Programme for the students of High School and Higher 

Secondary Schools in and around Dharmapuri district. Though the DEO granted 

permission about twelve schools, we could reach out only eight schools due to term 

examinations of the schools. The following reports will clearly explain about the 

feedback and discussions that were held in schools. 

(1) Govt. Hr. Sec. School, Thirumalavadi, Palacode 

In the first week on 3 of November, we visited the school and conducted the 

career guidance sessions to the HSC students. We divided into two groups and explained 
about the purpose of the programme and its benefits. The school is located in about 35 

kilometers from our office and the school teachers responded well. 

They have given a feed back about the classes been good and if it conducted at the 

time of examination it can be more useful for students. And also they said that some more 

classes to be granted for students in days to come. For the classes, they intended to offer 
more hours for students concern. Some of the teachers interacted with our team members 
about 20 minutes about the reality of the career guidance programme. PRIA 
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(2) Govt. High School, Belarahalli, Palacode 

The second school we visited was quite good and students' response was better. 

The Headmaster, Mr. K. Ramprasad, M.A., M.Ed., gave a feedback that career sessions 

can be offered for all students. They never got such a chance of knowing from anybody 

thus far. He farther asked us to teach moral education and soft skills to students. 

(3) Govt. Girls Hr. Sec. School, Palacode 

It is the biggest school in Palacode area with 3000 students. We handled career 

guidance sessions dividing the whole group of students into two batches. The 

Headmistress, Mrs. S. Kalaiselvi, M.Sc., M.Ed., gave us much time to take and extend 

sessions. It was the only school where students interacted very well and raised many 

questions and doubts on their career path. 

(4) St. John's High School, Kovilur 

It is a Christian Minority School, run by the Diocese of Dharmapuri. We took 

career guidance classes for the SSLC students. The Headmaster of the School, Mr. M. 

Daniel, M.A., B.Ed., welcomed us and arranged the classes allotting a hall. It was a 

children's day. We provided two packets of chocolates to students to wish them, a happy 

children's day. Students co-operated well and participated very interesting during the 

sessions. 

(5) Govt. Hr. Sec. School, Nallampalli 

At first, the response from the school was not good. The concern Headmaster was 

found busy with DEO meeting in Dharmapuri. He guided us to approach the Assistant 

Headmaster of the school. He refused to take us when we approached him. 

Nevertheless we kept asking for permission to conduct career guidance classes. At 

last the Headmaster allowed us to conduct classes for HSC students. After knowing the 

value of the class, the Headmaster voluntarily appreciated us and asked us to extend few 

more sessions. He thanked us for showing career paths with lot of information to 

students. 
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(6) Arraigner Anna Boys Hr. Se. Scho0ol, Athiyamankottai 

This school is also one of the biggest schoos in Nallampalli Taluk, having more 

students. The Assistant Headmaster, who is well known to us, helped us to conduct career 

guidance to students. He motivated the students to go the way what is shown to them by 

us. And he stated that more than 20 boys are willing to go for higher education with us. 

The boys understood clearly the information that were given to them. 

(7) Govt. Hr. Sec. School, Laligam 

When we approached for permission to conduct career guidance to students, from 

Mr. K. Thangavel, M.Sc., M.Ed., the Headmaster of the school, criticized all colleges and 

the nature of admission canvass. He said further, most of the institutions are misguiding 

and misusing the students after getting their personal information, particularly girl 

students. 

We had given a surety for not damaging the identity of school students and to 

organize career guidance classes for their better academic focus. Later he permitted us to 

go forth with our objectives and help the betterment of the students' academic life. 

(8) Amala Hr. Sec. School, Vimalapuri, Thokkampatti 

We have conducted career guidance sessions for the SSLC and HSC students. 

Due to the heavy strength of students we divided the students into four batches and we 

held the programme for two days. Rev. Sr. M. Bernadeth, M.A., M.Ed., M.Phil., the 

Headmistress of the school gave permission and arranged a staff for coordinating the 

sessions. The HM sister requested us to concentrate much on students' discipline because 

they are not good at their moral attitude and behavior. She implored us to give motivation 

for appearing the board examinations.
